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Approximately 75 percent of FRAMES will be shot
on a Canon EOS C500.

The remaining 25 percent of FRAMES will be
shot on a Canon 1014 XLS Super 8 Camera and
a Bolex Rex 5 16mm camera.

Film footage will be used in certain b-roll scenes,
especially when flashbacks are used.
